RRS Forum V:

Poul stated the intention of the Forum was to bring working groups together.  It did not seem to work as there were a number of new people who attended and it took a lot of time to bring them up to speed.  Anne asked if there is a better way to do that instead of another forum.  The group discussed:

1. There may be more attendees if the forum was connected with the ALA Conference or another conference so that attendees could piggy back their travel expenses
2. The longer lead time that is given the possibility for more attendees.  People will have more time to plan and save and incorporate the expenses into their budgets
3. Many people need to have their travel requests in for approval by August or October for the July-June fiscal year.

c. Need to make a decision during ALA July 2009. Brenda could take it to ASCLA.

f. ICAN could do statewide digital library program
8. International headquarters IFLA did not receive bids for 2011.  Brenda to host a conference in Denver?  If the conference had overall rethinking theme we could invite folks from all over the world.
